Prices start at £944 (pay for fuel as used) for a week’s hire of ‘Duchess 2’, a four-berth narrowboat based on the Trent and Mersey canal, with several canal routes to choose from including north to link up with the Bridgewater Canal, east into the Peak District or west into the Cheshire plain, as well as the Potteries themselves: the fascinating Wedgwood museum, factory and visitor centre is just a few minutes’ walk from the canal at Barlaston. 

And this summer, a peak August week for a family of four in ‘Taw Valley’, cruising from Coventry costs a fully-inclusive £1425. This superb narrowboat has four permanent berths, an excellent galley kitchen and generous living spaces with seating both inside and out. The family dog is welcome too, at a supplement of £20. Route choices include Brindley’s Oxford Canal to the south, or the Coventry Canal north to link with the Trent and Mersey.
