Afloat on the Norfolk Broads at Half Term: Spooky!
For a half-term holiday with a difference, leading boating agency Waterways Holidays suggests the Norfolk Broads for family-friendly attractions with ghostly goings-on.

Board a modern and very unspooky cruiser at Potter Heigham and during a week’s self-drive cruise there’s time to join in the fun at BeWILDerwood; take a Spooky Express ride at Bure Valley Railway and perhaps see the friendly ghost of Ranworth Broad.

BeWILDERwood is a great adventure park beside Hoveton Little Broad with treehouses, zip-wires, jungle bridges and marsh walks to enjoy and storybook characters like crocklebogs and twiggles to meet, plus – every day between 23 October and 2 November – a ‘glorious glowing lantern parade’ through the wood at dusk.  

The narrow gauge Bure Valley Railway steams between Aylsham and Wroxham, ‘the capital of the Norfolk Broads’ on an 18 mile return trip.  Between 25 October and 2 November there are up to five daily departures of the Spooky Express, with prizes for the number of ‘spooky’ items kids can spot during the journey.  

Ranworth Broad’s ghost is a monk who may be seen rowing a small boat across the broad, with a little dog standing in the prow.  It is said that he had crossed the water to work on St Helen’s church the day Henry VIII’s soldiers fell upon St Benet’s Abbey.  On his return the monk discovered the bodies of his brothers and, grief-stricken, lived as a hermit in the ruins until his death.  He’s said to row his boat from the Abbey to the church, at dawn each day, accompanied by his faithful dog. 

To enjoy this ghostly fun, and explore the natural beauty and pretty villages of the Norfolk Broads, hire ‘Glow of Light’, a spacious 40ft cruiser sleeping up to six. With a raised steering position, full sliding canopy, warm air heating and a fully-equipped galley, a week’s rental starting 25 October costs £955 including tuition on arrival, bed linen, buoyancy aids & damage waiver. Pay for fuel as used. One well behaved pet is welcome at additional charge.
