On the return journey, the canal also passes close to the famous Botanical Gardens.

A three-night weekend break from Tardebigge, boarding ‘Rowan 4’ on Friday 30 March, costs as little as £640 for a family of four. This 48-feet long narrowboat has central heating, a double cabin for mum and dad and comfortable seats in the saloon which convert to two single beds for children.

The shower room has flush wc, and the galley kitchen is well-equipped for self-catering, from the hob, grill and oven to microwave and fridge. TV/DVD, CD/Radio and WiFi complete the package.  The boat is dog-friendly too, with no charge for one pet.  Car parking at base, damage waiver, initial tuition and loan of buoyancy aids is all included in this price: just pay for fuel as used.
